TBack/Pro 
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TBack/Pro - Features

TBack/Pro is a very simple to use frame control you can place on a form to provide scrolling of child controls as well as support of background images, gradient coloring or transparency.

Its ability to be scrolled allows it to be used to greatly increase the amount of information that can be stored on a form both by increasing both the number and size of controls that can be placed on a form.   

Its background image support is great for Multi-Media projects - adding interesting graphic effects with minimal effort.

License Notes

TBack/Pro is licensed on an individual developer basis.   Each developer may install on multiple machines, but a separate license must be purchased for each individual who will use the control within a design environment (one in which code can be written using TBack/Pro, or the TBack/Pro properties can be directly accessed). This includes consultants, maintenance engineers, and testers regardless of whether the individual is directly interacting with code related to TBack/Pro. 

When you create and distribute applications using the TBack/Pro control, you should notify Bennet-Tec of the application name and contact point.  Applications may not be distributed until the developers have registered their licenses and Bennet-Tec has been informed of the application name.

Starting Up TBack/Pro

After adding the TBack/Pro control to the toolbox, place the TBack/Pro on a form.  

Once TBack/Pro is on the form, its width and height properties can be set through the usual methods i.e. by dragging the sizing handles or entering values for these two properties in the Properties window.  Alternatively, if it is desirable for TBack/Pro to occupy the entire form then change the Autosize property of TBack/Pro from its default value of TBAUTOSIZE_NONE or 0 to TBAUTOSIZE_CONTAINER or 1.  

The BorderStyle property of TBack/Pro can also be set at this time.  The default value of this property is 0 for no border.  If a border is desired, change this setting to 1 for a fixed single line border.
Adding Controls to TBack/Pro


Adding Controls to TBack/Pro at Design Time
You must have the TBack/Pro control on a form before you can add any controls to it.  Follow the steps below to add a control to TBack/Pro

1. Click on a control in the toolbox

2. Click on the TBack/Pro control to set TBack/Pro as the desired container

3. Drag the mouse within TBack/Pro to create the control with the correct size.

Do not simply double click on the toolbox to add a control to TBack/Pro.   This method may result in adding the control to the form instead of placing it as a child control within TBack/Pro.  

Adding Controls to TBack/Pro at Run Time

If you add child controls to TBack/Pro by creating a control array during run time, the UpdateControlList method must be called after each new control is added.  Calling this method updates the ScrollAreaWidth property or the ScrollAreaHeight property of TBack/Pro as more controls are added it.  The values for these properties must be updated each time a new control is added in order for TBack/Pro to automatically scroll to a newly added control when it receives the focus.  

One important reminder when creating control arrays on TBack/Pro is to be sure to add the initial control in the array correctly at design time.  Do not use the double click method for adding a control to TBack/Pro as this will make the control a child of the form rather than TBack/Pro.  See the section above on Adding Controls to TBack/Pro at Design Time for the proper steps to adding a control to TBack/Pro at Design time.  The Index property of the initial child control in the array should be changed to 0 at design time as well.

How to Enable Scrolling by TBack/Pro


Specifying When ScrollBars Should Be Added to TBack/Pro

The ScrollBarsView property determines whether ScrollBars always appear on TBack/Pro or only when they are needed.   

With ScrollBarsView property set to 1  (TBSCROLLBARSVIEW_ALWAYS), ScrollBars will always appear on TBack/Pro.  

The default value for the ScrollBarsView property of TBack/Pro is equal to 0 (TBSCROLLBARSVIEW_AUTOMATIC).  In this mode, ScrollBars will only be visible when the Height property of TBack/Pro is less than its ScrollAreaHeight property, or the Width property of Tback/Pro is less than the its ScrollAreaWidth property.  

In order to insure that both Horizontal and Vertical ScrollBars are enabled as needed, set the ScrollBars property to its default value of 3 (TBSCROLLBARS_BOTH).  If for some reason it is necessary to restrict the type of ScrollBars that will be enabled, use one of the settings below:

ScrollAreaHeight and ScrollAreaWidth properties should generally be set to include the bottom most and the right most child controls within the container.  These values will be are automatically recalculated as needed if the ScrollSet property is set to its default value of 0 (TBSCROLLSET_AUTOMATIC): 

To turn off the automatic calculation of these properties, set the ScrollSet property to 1 (TBSCROLLSET_USERDEFINED).   This setting indicates that the following properties must be set by the application code and will not be calculated automatically:  ScrollPageStepH, ScrollPageStepV, ScrollAreaWidth, and ScrollAreaHeight.    

When setting the properties ScrollAreaHeight and ScrollAreaWidth, be sure that these values are greater than the Height and Width of the TBack/Pro Control or scrolling will be disabled. 

Automatic Scrolling

TBack/Pro can automatically keep controls within view as they receive the focus.

In order to enable this action,  set the ScrollSet  property is set to its default value of 0, (TBSCROLLSET_AUTOMATIC), and set the ActionOnFocusChange property to 1, (TBACTIONONFOCUS_SCROLLTOLEFT) or 2, (TBACTIONONFOCUS_SCROLLTOVIEW).    

Under either of these settings, TBack/Pro will automatically scroll horizontally or vertically to any child control that receives the focus (when the user tabs from control to control, or when focus is programmatically set to a child control).   

Manual Scrolling 

The end-user may manually scroll through the contents of the TBack/Pro control by clicking on the arrows of the scroll bar, or by clicking within the ScrollBar.  

The values ScrollPosH and ScrollPosV determine how much of the control is scrolled when the arrows are clicked.  The values of ScrollPageH and ScrollPageV determine how much of the control is scrolled when the region within either ScrollBar is clicked.

Programmatic Scrolling 

It is also possible to scroll TBack/Pro by code. The ScrollPosH and ScrollPosV properties may be programmatically set in order to scroll the frame and it's child controls.     These properties may also be read in order to determine the current scroll offsets.

Enhancing the Appearance of TBack/Pro


Setting the Background Properties of TBack/Pro

Setting a Solid or Gradient Background

The most basic method of enhancing the background appearance of TBack/Pro is to color it by setting the BackColor property.  

In order to create a more interesting effect, TBack/Pro has a GradientStyle property that allows the background to gradually change from one shade of color to another.  The default setting for this property is TLGRADIENT_NONE or a value of 0.  This creates a background with only a single shade of color.  In order to see a background that changes from one shade of color to another, the GradientStyle property must be set to one of the following properties:

The range of colors for the gradient may be specified with GradientColorFrom and GradientColorTo.
Setting a Transparent Background

Instead of giving TBack/Pro a colored background, it may be desirable to give TBack/Pro a transparent background.  The TransparentBackground property of TBack/Pro can be set to either True or False.  It is False by default.  

When in Transparent mode - any Windowless controls or images from TBack/Pro will show through the frame.   Windowless images and controls include: the Picture property of a form, the Image Controls, the Label control, the Shape, and the Line control.   

When using TBack/Pro with a transparent background, be sure to call the UpdateBackground property if the picture on the form underneath TBack/Pro (or other underlying controls) changes.  This will refresh the TBack/Pro display.

Adding a Picture to TBack/Pro

TBack/Pro supports display of a background image drawn over it's solid, transparent or gradient background.  This picture may be Tiled, Stretched, or simply aligned within the TBack/Pro control.

A picture can be added to TBack/Pro at design time by setting its picture property to one of the five types of graphics files: Bitmaps (BMP or RLE), Icons (ICO), Metafiles (WMF) , GIF (GIF) and JPEG (JPEG) files.  A picture can be added to TBack/Pro at runtime using the Visual Basic LoadPicture method or with an assignment statement that sets the Picture property of TBack/Pro equal to the contents of another graphics container as shown.



TBack/Pro.Picture = Picture1.Picture

The picture that is loaded into TBack/Pro maintains its original size.  However, its size and alignment with respect to the borders of TBack/Pro can be changed through the BackPictureAlignment Property.  The alignments that can be chosen from include the following:


Left-Top


Left-Middle


Left-Bottom


Right-Top


Right-Middle


Right-Bottom


Center-Top


Center-Middle


Center-Bottom 

The other three settings for this property allow the picture to either stretched across the whole control, tiled across the whole control or made invisible.  

Creating Interesting Effects with TBack/Pro Pictures
Adding a picture to a TBack/Pro control with a gradient colored background makes a visually appealing display.  Another way to create an interesting graphic effect is to have a picture on TBack/Pro, with a transparent background placed on a form that also has a picture.  This will cause the TBack/Pro picture to appear in the foreground and the form picture to appear in the background.   Just remember that when you have a TBack/Pro with a transparent background, you must use the UpdateBackground method to refresh the display behind TBack/Pro when anything behind TBack/Pro is changed.

The difference between TBACKACTIONONFOCUS_SCROLLTOLEFTVIEW and TBACTIONONFOCUS_SCROLLTOVIEW settings is slim. Generally it is recommended to use TBACTIONONFOCUS_SCROLLTOVIEW is used if  one of child controls is a multiline TextBox.
